FINDINGS OF FACT

After having heard the testimony, considered the evidence, observed the demeanor
of the witnesses, and weighed their credibility, the State Board of Pharmacy
finds that:

(1) Records of the Board indicate that Ellen G. Pryce was originally licensed
in the state of Ohio on January 23, 1951, pursuant to examination, and is
currently licensed to practice pharmacy in Ohio.

(2) Evidence was presented, but prior to the conclusion of the testimony the
Board took a recess at the request of counsel for Richard V. and Ellen G.
Pryce. During recess, Counsel, the Assistant Attorneys General, and the
Board President met and agreed that further evidence regarding Richard V.
Pryce would be stipulated and that all allegations regarding Ellen G.
Pryce would be dismissed. Motions to accept the agreement were approved.

ACTION OF THE BOARD

The Ohio State Board of Pharmacy hereby dismisses all allegations against Ellen
G. Pryce set forth in the Notice of Opportunity dated December 1, 1992,
