The State of O hio Board of P harmacy’s  Rules  Review C ommittee, composed of pharmac is ts
from a diverse array of prac tice settings , is  respons ible for reviewing all rules  prior to their
legis latively mandated five-year review date. I t also reviews  and recommends  changes
proposed by the Board. The C ommittee is  composed of twelve O hio licensed pharmac is ts  in
good s tanding and typically meets  three to four times  per year in C olumbus  for half-day
meetings . 

T o be cons idered for appointment to the committee, applications  mus t be submitted by January

Statement on Epidiolex

E ffec tive September 27 , 2018 , the Drug Enforcement A dminis tration (DEA ) placed Epidiolex in
Schedule V . Epidiolex is  a drug that contains  cannabidiol (C BD), a chemical cons tituent of the
cannabis  plant (marijuana). P er O RC  3719.43 , Epidiolex is  cons idered legal in O hio as  a
Schedule V  controlled subs tance.

Pharmacy Technician Training Programs

A t a recent Board meeting, the Board extended the pharmacy technic ian training program
requirement for programs  to have received acc reditation from the A merican Soc iety of Health-
Sys tem P harmac is ts /A cc reditation C ounc il for P harmacy Education.

This  extens ion allows  all programs  to apply by February 15th, 2019 to be cons idered compliant
with O A C  4729:3-3-02  which requires  all pharmacy technic ian training programs  (except
employer based, military training, or an O DE approved high school program) to be acc redited
by April 6, 2019.

A ll programs  mus t be notified of acc reditation award no later than July 31st, 2019.

The Board frequently receives  ques tions  about pharmacy technic ian training requirements .
This  inc ludes :

If  I hire someone who possesses a current ExCPT or PTCB certif ication, are they required to
undergo the employer-based didactic training required in rule 4729:3-3-02?

No. A n individual holding a current ExC P T  or P TC B certification is  exempt from the employer-
based didac tic  training requirements  in rule 4729:3-3-02  [see paragraph (B)(2)(d)]. This  also
exempts  the individual from having to complete the required didac tic  tes ting component of
employer-based training in paragraph (B)(2)(c ) of rule 4729:3-3-02 .

Be advised the individual is  s till required to undergo applicable s terile and non-s terile
compounding training and to complete three hundred hours  of prac tical experience in a
pharmacy under the direc t supervis ion of a licensed pharmac is t [see paragraphs  (B)(2)(e), (C )
and (D)].
